COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Botany Unit:    20 Lessons
           (Language Arts, Science, History, Geography, Social Studies, Art, Spelling, Writing, Grammar & Bible)
This Unit is designed to go deep with purposeful connections to everyday life that make it meaningful. Students will be cooking and baking to connect the parts of the plants in nature with the foods that they eat. They will be labelling, making observations, recording, researching, and learning more about the incredible plant world and its impact on our lives. Students will make their own flower press, learn about the effects of disappearing bees, how maple syrup is made, experiments, watch videos, look at beautiful illustrations and diagrams, and so much more!

(Language Arts, Science, History, Geography, Social Studies, Art, Bible & 1 Math Lesson)
This is a full physics unit—perfect for all ages and meets the criteria for high school credit. The first section is more physics heavy, leaning into the forms of energy and the science behind them (ie. what is nuclear energy and how does it work?). The second half of the unit goes through the ways that we harness and use energy and leans heavier into social studies with regular hot button topics and controversies introduced. One of the key themes throughout this unit is: Is any energy truly sustainable? Is any energy truly green? We do our best to try to avoid leading to an inevitable conclusion, but we do paint the full picture and leave room for discussion. This topic is key for our world today and integral for students to understand—giving context for even larger issues such as the dangers of being reliant on another country and why leaders are investing so much in the future of energy. We're taking advantage of the controversial nature of energy and teaching about the art of persuasion—ending with students trying to persuade the whole class of their viewpoint. With fun hands-on activities & experiments. 

Oceans Unit:    20 Lessons
(Language Arts, Science, History, Geography, Social Studies, Art & Bible)
This unit will focus on Oceans and all the creatures that live in it. Throughout this unit we focus on the scientific method in the student books, trying various experiments and walking through the steps to reinforce it. ⁠The writing project for this unit is focused on expository writing. Younger students will be writing a paragraph and going through the steps of brainstorming, rough draft, editing, and final presentations. Older students are learning the difference between an expository and persuasive essay, as well as focusing on different methods of formatting and citing their sources. Middle and high school students will do research, learn how to cite their sources, showing where they found their information. ⁠
